Grass Whisperer June 2010
 Summer is here! At last! Hot summer days are hard on short cut grass, if you are keeping your lawn shorter than ¾” you may need to cool the turf on hot afternoons. Do not soak the lawn just get it wet. This will allow the leaf blades to stay moist, and prevent drying. Sharp blades cut better, sharpen to prevent ripping and tearing of the turf.
Ever wonder why your lawn looks greener after a lightning storm? Lightening releases nitrogen into the atmosphere thus giving turf nitrogen which gives the dark green look, another benefit from Mother Nature.
Remember to watch your pesticide use, never use more than the label calls for, and only use it if necessary.
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
