One of the more frequently asked rules questions I get asked is: 
“What is the ruling if I make a swing at the ball and the club hits the ball more that once?”  

Rule 14-4.  Striking a Ball More Than Once.

If a player’s club strikes the ball more than once in the course of a stroke, the player must count the stroke and add a penalty stroke, making two strokes in all.
