2010 Golf Season is upon us and we have set up a Lesson Program for Adults and Children that we are very excited about.  The classes run all season and focus on each person’s individual needs and goals.

Adult sessions for, “Get Golf Ready” begin in May with two classes.  Each one runs Mon-Fri from 5-6:30.  The first class begins May 10th with the second beginning May 24th.

Junior sessions, “Golf 4 Kids” begin in June with two classes.  Each one runs Mon-Thur from 10-11:30.  The first class begins June 21st with the second beginning June 28th.

The Master’s Team Play is scheduled for April 10th. The Spring Warren Cup is scheduled for May 8th.

One of the more frequently asked rules questions I get asked is: 
“What is the ruling if my golf ball moves as I’m getting ready to hit the shot?”

The ruling:
If a player’s ball in play moves after he has addressed it (other than as a result of a stroke), the player is deemed to have moved the ball and incurs a penalty of one stroke.  The ball must be replaced, unless the movement of the call occurs after the player has begun the stroke or the backward movement of the club for the stroke and the stroke is made.
