Welcome to Spring 2010!!!!
The course is in the best shape it has been in 5 years. We took the covers off the greens the week of the 15th and the greens are in very good shape. We just need some warmer temperatures before we see the GREEN again.

Over the winter the BOPU was busy repairing their 30’ potable water line. This line was 90 years old and in need of the repairs. They did however have to dig on the golf course. Damage was contained to mostly the maintenance roads and roughs. There were places where the construction crews had to cross 2 fairways, #’s 9 and 18, and in front of #10 tee. The roughs will be leveled and seeded with native Wyoming grasses. The area in front of 10 tee will be sodded, and the fairways will be aerated, over seeded,  filled, and leveled. All in all the construction crews were respectful to the course, and professional.

Turf Tip!
Keeping your lawn long (about 1’-1.5”) is the best all around. The longer the grass blade the more resistant it is to disease, insects and weeds. The longer the turf, less water is needed, and mowing is less frequent.
